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HISTORICAL FINDS FOUND IN NOOKS AND CRANNIES

Progress continues on the collections management project of record computerization begun in
2013. The initial inventorying, marking and photographing of the objects in our collection was
completed and the resulting data entered into the PastPerfect computer database in 2014 and 2015.
We celebrated the completion of the project (not with champagne, with ginger ale). But...after
poking around a bit, we found a batch of lost catalog and donation files in a sutlery file

cabinet. Oh well.

The past year was spent locating these a5y -
objects, trying to match them with items
previously cataloged in the system, or if not
found, accessioning them as new objects.
That project is now completed (without the & [
ginger ale).
